OUR BEHAVIOR CLIP CHART
Our classroom clip chart is a way for students in our classroom to monitor their own behavior during the day. It is based on seven possible levels. Let me explain each level further.
Ready to Learn: All students begin their day on Ready to Learn and have the opportunity to move up or down the levels based on their behavior and/or choices for the day.     
    Positive Choices/ Behaviors		     Choices Need to Improve
	Outstanding Day: This is the highest level a child can achieve in a day. A child can reach this level if s/he makes several excellent choices for his/her learning. The student receives a positive note home and/or a homework pass or another positive incentive.
	Slow Down:  A child moves here when s/he is given a warning for a poor choice. This provides the student the opportunity to think about his/her choice before it happens again and a consequence is given.

	Great Job:  A child is making great choices throughout the day.  A student will receive a SHARK card if s/he remains on this level by the end of the day.
	Think About It-Teacher Choice: If a student continues to make poor choices then the child moves to teacher choice. At this point, the teacher will determine the consequence for the poor choice (missing an activity, some time off recess, etc.) 

	Good Job:  A student is making some good choices during part of the day. S/he is on the right track.
	Parent Contact:  If the child still continues to make poor choices, the teacher will determine a consequence and will send home a note to inform parents and ask for parent signature. A phone call or conference may follow if behavior continues.
